Admission Requirements

Special Education is a selective admission and competitive program. Completing this pathway
does NOT guarantee you acceptance into the program. Acceptance is determined through the
application process. A 2.75 cumulative GPA will be needed for this program.

KCTCS students planning to fransfer to the University of Kentucky should work closely with a UK
Transfer Advisor each semester to ensure that both KCTCS and UK degree requirements are met.

Degree Requirements

To fulfill residency requirements, 30 of the final 36 credit hours earned toward a UK degree must be
completed at UK. To graduate, students must get admitted to the Teacher Education Program
(TEP), maintain a 2.75 cumulative UK GPA, and complete a minimum of 120 total credit hours.

General Transfer Requirements

All prospective fransfer students are encouraged to receive advising from the University of
Kentucky Transfer Center.
